Create an online portfolio of your Digital Photo photography and artwork. You will continue to update your portfolio throughout the year.

-Go to www.weebly.com or wix.com
-create a FREE account

-title your website domain name (firstlast) “yourname.weebly.com”

-choose a theme template for your website/portfolio

-Title each page according to the List below

What to Include:

1) Home Page:

Possible things to include: 

-Explain the purpose of your site

-Have a quotation you find inspiring or fitting for your photos/ art

-Relate an anecdote about yourself

-or include an opening image

2) Artist’s Statement or Biography page:

-Write a brief artist statement that explains your philosophy on your photography and art. Discuss what kind of photography and art you enjoy looking at, what art inspires you, and what kind of art you like to create. Discuss what elements of art and principles of design are the focus of your work. Possibly include what area of photography and/or digital art you find to be your specialty.

Biography-

Include your age and hometown. Include any hobbies or interests. Maybe you have a story about when you first discovered you enjoyed making art you would like to tell, etc…

**Do NOT include any personal information like your phone number or home address.

3) Digital Photo Portfolio page: 

You must include:

-Elements of Art Photos

-Composition Project Part 2 Photos

-Photo Montage

-Hybrid portrait

-3 Photo alterations before/after artworks

-Optional: you may also include anything else you have created. 

Weebly gives you the option of loading as a “Gallery” or as a slideshow.

Weebly will automatically do the next step, but if there is a problem loading your files you may need to:

BEFORE YOU UPLOAD YOUR .JPEGs:

-Open each artwork. Reduce the resolution of each artwork to 72 ppi. Image>Image size> resolution 72 ppi.

-Reduce the scale of each artwork: for example 4X6”
-Make sure each artwork is flattened and saved as a .jpeg

THERE IS ANOTHER PAGE – LOOK on the NEXT PAGE

-Include a copyright statement on each artwork. You may add a strip at the bottom of your canvas and type the copyright statement: Image>Canvas size>add .25 to the height.

Or, add a copyright statement somewhere on your artwork. Use a font and color that complements your artwork.
