Tips for Photographing your Artwork
You may photograph your artwork outside or inside.

**DO NOT use a Flash. Turn off your flash**

Photographing Outside:

· Photograph in soft, natural light. Photograph in the morning, before 11:00am or in the afternoon, after 4:00pm.

· Shoot one artwork at a time.

· Make sure the artwork is flat. Either tacked flat to a wall, or flat on a table. If on a wall, shoot at eye level.

· Fill the frame of your viewfinder or LCD screen with the artwork.

· There should be NO Shadows cast on your artwork. The light should be soft and diffuse, but still show off the color, value, and contrast of your artwork.

· Direct sunlight is NOT best. If the sun is high and casting hard shadows, find a shady place to shoot your artwork in.

· Focus and shoot.

Photographing Inside:

· A photo booth will be set up for your use in class.

· Hang one artwork at your eyelevel on the wall. Tack outside of the corners. Hang your artwork straight/level. No corners should roll up. The artwork must be flat.

· Adjust the tripod and camera to your eye-level.

· Turn off all overhead lights (they are warm and cast yellow light. You DO NOT want yellow light cast on your artwork.)

· Turn on the 2 hot light lamps. These lamps should be placed to the left and right of your artwork, and each positioned at a 45 degree angle to your artwork. Place the lights far enough away that the light is diffuse and soft, not hard. There should be NO SHADOWS cast on your artwork. 

· Fill the frame of your viewfinder or LCD screen with the artwork.

· Focus and shoot.

AP PORTFOLIO Photography Editing Directions for PHOTOSHOP

1) Shoot/photograph your 12 Breadth and 12 Concentrations photos.

2) Open your first photo in Photoshop.

3) Crop out any background and tacks using the crop tool. 

4) Straighten the image if needed by rotating the image: Image>Rotate canvas

5) Make any contrast, value, or color adjustments if the photograph does not do the original work justice. Image>Adjustments> Brightness/Contrast   or   Image>Adjustments>Levels

6) Reduce the scale and resolution: Image>Image size. Once the options box pops up, type in 72 for resolution and reduce the height and width according to the college board requirements (no larger then 10.83 inches on the longest side, and no smaller than 6.67 inches on the shortest side). Tip: Leave the “constrain proportions” box checked-this will prevent the image from becoming distorted.

7) Now save the photograph. File>Save As> name the image “your last name and a number” or “your last name and a title.” No spaces or symbols in your photograph name. If you need a space use a dash (-) or an underscore (_).  Make sure the document is a .jpeg ---On the “Save As” Menu, under “Format” choose .jpeg.  DO NOT type in the extension .jpeg.

8) Make sure to save your work to your thumb drive or CD.

9) Once all your photos have been scaled to the proper width and height, and you have reduced the resolution to 72 ppi, upload your images to your digital portfolio.

Requirements for Digital Images:
All images must be submitted in JPEG format (file name extension .jpg) and RGB color mode. We recommend using files that are 72 pixels-per-inch (ppi) because a higher resolution does not add clarity when viewing images on a computer screen. DO NOT just type in “jpg” for your extension. If you have made edits on Photoshop, make sure to change it to .jpeg by using File> Save as> drop down the Format menu and choose .jpeg

Recommended image sizes:
Landscape orientation:
· Recommended maximum size: 780 x 530 pixels (10.83 x 7.36 inches)

· Recommended minimum size: 480 x 480 pixels (6.67 x 6.67 inches)

Portrait orientation:
· Recommended maximum size: 530 x 780 pixels (7.36 x 10.83 inches)

· Recommended minimum size: 480 x 480 pixels (6.67 x 6.67 inches)

Note: The image sizes above are recommendations. Students' image sizes may be different.

Maximum file size: Files cannot exceed 3.0 MB per image. (Students' image files will likely be considerably smaller than that.)
