IMAGING_LINE ART TECHNIQUES

COLOR FILL DIRECTIONS:

1) At the bottom of the layers palette, click on the half black half white circle (New Adjustment Layer)

2) Choose “Solid Color” from the pop up menu.

3) The color picker appears. Choose one color to paint with. (i.e. red for the lips)-the whole document will turn that color.

4) Choose black as the foreground color in your color picker. Get the paint bucket and fill the whole document with black. Your document will look normal now.

5) Flip to white in your color picker. Get your paint brush and wherever you paint white, the color you chose earlier will appear.

6) If you make a mistake and want to “erase” the color: flip to black and paint over the mistake. It will disappear.

7) If you want to change the color of an entire color fill: go to the layers palette, double click on the thumbnail of the color—the color picker pops up. Choose your new color and voila!

SHADOWS AND HIGHLIGHTS with HUE/SATURATION Adjustment Layers:

1) At the bottom of the layers palette, click on the half black half white circle (New Adjustment Layer)

2) Choose “Hue/Saturation” from the pop up menu.

3) The Hue/Saturation menu appears. To create shadows: reduce the lightness and increase the saturation to your liking. Click OK.

4) Fill the document with black and paint bucket.

5) Flip to white in color picker and paint on shadows with a soft round brush. 

6) To soften shadows: go to Filter>Blur>Guassian Blur> and adjust the settings to your liking. Repeat the blur if necessary.

7) For highlights: repeat steps 1 and 2. In Hue/Saturation menu increase the lightness and saturation to your liking and click OK.

8) Repeat steps 4,5,and 6 according to the areas that should be highlighted.

TIP:

· Make several different layers for the shadows varying the darkness to include a range of values.

· Make several layers of highlights to varying the lightness to include a range of values.
